Tzu Chi Foundation is an international
humanitarian organization, “Tzu” means
compassion, and “Chi” means relief.

As the world’s largest Buddhist charity, Tzu Chi
has offices in 51 countries with five million
supporters. Tzu Chi’s missions have reached 95
countries, and is awarded with UN Special
Consultative Status.



Tzu Chi was established in 1966
by Master Cheng Yen with
“bamboo coin banks” from 30
housewives who saved 50 cents
from their grocery money each
day. Master Cheng Yen
encourages “everyone to
continuously do good deeds and
purify their hearts.”



Our founder Dharma Master Cheng Yen was
awarded TIME 100 Most Influential People in
2011.

In the US, Tzu Chi has provided disaster relief
after Hurricane Katrina, Hurricane Sandy, and
the California Camp Fire.
